MEMORIAL DAY ORDER*

Headquarters Grand Army of the Republic,
Washington, D.C., May 5, 1868.

GENERAL ORDERS
No. 11

I. The 30th day of May 1868 is designated for the purpose of strewing with flowers or otherwise
decorating the graves of comrades who died in defense of their country during the late rebellion, and whose
bodies now lie in almost every city, village, and hamlet churchyard in the land. In this observance no form or
ceremony is prescribed, but posts and comrades will in their own way arrange such fitting services and
testimonials of respect as circumstances may permit.

We are organized, comrades, as our regulations tell us, for the purpose, among other things, "of preserving and
strengthening those kind and fraternal feelings which have bound together the soldiers, sailors and marines who
united to suppress the late rebellion." What can aid more to assure this result than by cherishing tenderly the
memory of our heroic dead who made their breasts a barricade between our country and its foes? Their soldier
lives were the reveille of freedom to a race in chains and their deaths the tattoo of rebellious tyranny in arms.
We should guard their graves with sacred vigilance. All that the consecrated wealth and taste of the nation can
add to their adornment and security is but a fitting tribute to the memory of her slain defenders. Let no wanton
foot tread rudely on such hallowed grounds. Let pleasant paths invite the coming and going of reverent visitors
and fond mourners. Let no vandalism of avarice or neglect, no ravages of time, testify to the present or to the
coming generations that we have forgotten, as a people, the cost of a free and undivided republic.

If other eyes grow dull and other hands slack, and other hearts cold in the solemn trust, ours shall keep it well as
long as the light and warmth of life remains in us.

Let us, then, at the time appointed, gather around their sacred remains and garland the passionless mounds
above them with choicest flowers of springtime; let us raise above them the dear old flag they saved from
dishonor; let us in this solemn presence renew our pledges to aid and assist those whom they have left among us
as sacred charges upon the nation's gratitude—the soldier's and sailor's widow and orphan.

I It is the purpose of the commander in chief to inaugurate this observance with the hope that it will be
kept up from year to year, while a survivor of the war remains to honor the memory of his departed comrades.
He earnestly desires the public press to call attention to this order, and lend its friendly aid in bringing it to the
notice of comrades in all parts of the country in time for simultaneous compliance therewith.

III. Department commanders will use every effort to make this order effective.

He served in the Gulf War in 1991 and was on his second tour of duty in Afghanistan taking part in
Operation Mountain Resolve. He was onboard an MH-53 Pave Low helicopter conducting combat operations
for 'Operation Mountain Resolve' when it crashed nine miles east of Bagram Air Base. A compressor problem
caused one of the two engines on the Pave Low to stall, leaving it with one engine operating and too much
weight to carry in the thin mountain air. The pilots attempted to jettison the auxiliary tanks without success
and then the other engine stalled while an emergency landing was being attempted. With all power lost, the
helicopter fell from an altitude of about 200 feet onto an uneven river bank, rolled over and burst into flames.
Eight people survived the crash. Among his military awards and decorations were two Bronze Star Medals
and the Purple Heart.

He was predeceased by his father, Walter R Albert. He was survived by his mother, Germaine
Deschaine Albert; three brothers; four sisters; a sister-in-law; three brothers-in-law; two aunts; an uncle; and
several nieces, nephews, and great-nieces and great-nephews.

Five of the servicemen killed in the crash are included in the group burial of comingled remains: Maj
Steven Plumhoff USAF, SSgt Thomas Walkup Jr USAF, TSgt Howard Walters USAF, TSgt William
Kerwood USAF, and SGM Phillip Albert USA. Interment for the group burial was held on January 21, 2004.

Funeral services for his hometown burial were held on Tuesday, December 9, 2003, at Funk Funeral
Home, Bristol, CT, followed by a Mass of Christian Burial at St Ann Catholic Church, and interment with
military honors in St Joseph Cemetery, Bristol, CT.

MEMORIAL SERVICE SET FOR SGT. JASON CARR. Flags flew at half-staff yesterday at Halifax County
Senior High School in memory of Army Sgt. Jason Carr, Class of ‘85.

A memorial service will be held at the school at 11 a.m. Saturday. Carr, 24, was killed in Operation Desert
Storm Feb. 27. The service will be open to the public, said Jimmy Carr, Jason’s brother. The family learned of
Jason’s death Sunday.

“Because the country has been so supportive of the troops and the community has been so supportive, we felt
it only appropriate that we allow everyone to be part of it,” Carr said. “It’s just a little bit from us to share with
the community.”

Jason Carr, a crew chief gunner and mechanic, was killed along with six others on a troop ferrying mission
over Iraq, his brother said. The UH-60 Black Hawk helicopter Carr was flying in was shot down by enemy
ground fire. Officials at U.S. Department of the Army had no further information yesterday.

Carr, who was student council member at Halifax Senior and a member of Halifax Presbyterian Church, enlisted
in the Army soon after graduation. He had been in the Persian Gulf since Jan. 9. He was the son of Brenda and

Ret. U.S. Army LTC Dwight Hunter Fuller, who was born January 23, 1936, died Saturday, January 22,
2011, at his home in Leavenworth, Kansas.

At the time of his death it was 16 minutes after midnight eastern standard time. Dwight was born at
Walter Reed Hospital in Washington D.C. and left his physical existence to be with God minutes after his
75th birthday. He left us, as it should be, singing happy birthday in celebration of his life.

Dwight graduated from the United States Military Academy at West Point in 1959. Dwight went on to
become an airborne ranger and served two tours in Vietnam. He met his spouse Frieda while on his first
assignment in Ulm, Germany. His career included several assignments in Germany, which allowed Frieda to
be close to her family and their children to expand their life experience beyond the ordinary. After retiring,
Dwight went to work at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas for a defense contractor in the battlefield simulation
business where he helped trained senior Army officers in military tactics.

Dwight's life was defined by three pillars: Family, Country, Faith.

As a father and husband he set the standard for strength, integrity and compassion. Confident but
never too proud, stern but never angry, and always, always, putting his family before himself. As an Army
officer he dedicated himself to the cause of his country. "Duty, Honor, Country," was a guiding principle to
Dwight, not a fanciful catch phrase. His Catholic Faith was about living as Christ commanded. He wasn't a
"good Catholic," he was a "great Catholic," having lived by the principle that good works were his obligation
to others in exchange for God's gift of free will to him.

These three pillars were the purposes for Dwight's existence and always stood in front of his own self-
interest. His mission in life was to build and strengthen these pillars. His mission has been accomplished. He
now joins God on the high ground where he will continue to guide and inspire us.

Dwight is survived by his wife, Frieda; their five children, Mike, Dwight, Margaret, Joseph, and
Dean; 11 grandchildren; and two great-grandchildren. Dwight lived selflessly, with the utmost dignity and
respect for others. We will miss him on this earth, cherish our memories of him, and always look to his spirit
for guidance.
